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THAT NERVOUS FEELING

Does this sound familiar to you?  Your name is on the agenda for a speech today...the President has called the meeting to order...the Toastmaster of the day is about to be announced...you feel like your stomach is doing cartwheels...your brow is perspiring...you feel as if you might faint...

If this is not you, then congratulations, you are one of those natural speakers who does not get nervous before a speech.  If you are not this lucky, you are not alone.

Although I seem to warm up about 30 seconds after beginning a speech, I still have a very difficult time controlling my nervousness and apprehensions before speaking.  I am determined to find some tools to help me.  I have purchased a book, The Toastmasters International (TI) Guide to Successful Speaking.  This was purchased with personal funds, but I will lend it out to anyone who asks, so please let me know if you would like to borrow it.  There are other educational materials published by TI that may also be helpful.  If you are interested in obtaining additional training, etc, please let me know.  As the VP of Education, one of my primary objectives is to help members achieve their goals.

Meeting Roles

TOASTMASTER

The Toastmaster is responsible for running the meeting in a timely manner and introducing the speakers and other participants in the meeting.

TABLE TOPICS MASTER 

Table Topics is an interesting part of our meeting. This is an opportunity to develop impromptu speaking skills.  It is times for one- two minutes with little or no time for preparation. Questions and responses may be humorous or serious, they may be straight forward or require a great amount of imagination to answer. 

EVALUATORS
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Evaluators provide positive feedback to the speakers. They point out ways that speaker has accomplished the objectives of a particular speech and explain how other parts of the speech can be improved upon. 

CHIEF EVALUATOR

The General Evaluator evaluates the meeting as a whole and pays particular attention to the speech evaluators. 

SPEAKER(S) 

Toastmasters Inc. has developed a number of manuals that leads a member through various aspects of speaking before an audience. The basic manual consists of ten speeches to help members develop basic speaking skills. 

The first speech is the `Ice Breaker", a four to six minute speech which allows you the opportunity to introduce yourself to the club. Other speeches include organizing speeches, working with words, developing vocal variety and sincerity.  After completing the manual, you receive the title CTM. 

The three levels of achievement are CTM (Competent Toastmaster), ATM (Able Toastmaster) and DTM  (Distinguished Toastmaster).


This leads to the next level, which is ATM, which stands for Able Toast Master.   The advanced manuals are specific to one type of speaking such as story telling or technical presentations. Various speech projects may last from a three minute commentary to a half hour discussion group presentation or training seminar. 

The objective of prepared speeches is to give club members an opportunity to develop and rehearse a speech and than present it before an audience. 

INVOCATION/TIMER 

The timer keeps track of how long a speaker or evaluator has spoken and uses color-coded timing cards to let the speaker know how much time remains.   

AH COUNTER AND GRAMMARIAN 

The ah counter records the number of times a speaker uses fillers such as `AH, UM, YOU KNOW, LIKE' and other words and phrases that have no meaning yet we insert them into our speaking.   The purpose of this is to develop an awareness for speakers and opportunity to improve.

GRAMMARIAN

The grammarian listens for correct and incorrect or interesting uses of the spoken language. Towards the end of the meeting, these two reports are presented. The purpose of this exercise is to help members improve their grammar. 

WORD OF THE DAY/VOTE COUNTER

Provide the members with a Word of the Day to increase our vocabulary.  

Also, takes the votes and tallies them and the prepares the ribbons for Best Speaker, Best Table Topic and Best Evaluator.
